(CGDN) - FACT SHEET

There are now geographlical website addresses avallable for
licensing for every suburb and town in Australia (except capital

What is a Community Geographic Domain Name (CGDN)?

An easy-to-remember intuitive locality based website address by
combining your town or suburbs name with your state or territory, for
example: www.armadale.wa.ay or Www.holbrook.nsw.au.

What can the CGDN licence be used for?

The licence is solely for the purpese of operating a community website
developed for the benefit of the entire local community. The website
should include all interests within the local community. As a guideiine,
website content should include but is not limited to: community events,
local business directory, community directory, general information about
the community, local news and a community feedback facility.

What are the benefits of a CGDN?

s It Is the sasiest way for your community to be found aon the Internet
through the website address itself.

= A CGDN community website is one that truly represents your
community due to the Policy Rules and Guidelines in place to preserve
the names for use by the relevant community.

= Provides a communication tool to help foster and develop stronger
communities by promoting local economic activity and participation in
social, cultural, learming and civic activities. CGDN website groups can
utilise this communication tool to springboard initiatives and engage
the community

+ Provides & "community of communities” that can share experiences
and the ability to communicate with each other.

» The abillity to issue individual geographic email addresses to your
community - to increase your localities profile and market your
website, eg. johnsmith@ourtown ourstate auy,
footbaliclub@ourtown.ourstate au, plumber@ourtown.ourstate.ay

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Who can apply for a CGDN?

Any community group which is a not-for-profit |egal entity and or a
special committee of local coundl and broadly representative of the local
community. In the case of a special committee of local council, the
committee must include members who are not local councillors or council
employess.

Can an organisation apply for more than 1 CGDN?
Yes - as long as the eligibility criteria is met for each domain name.

How can I encourage/promote the CGDN Initiative to my
community?

There are a variety of ideas, templates and Powerpoint presentations in
the Consulting the Community section on the auCD website at:
www.aucd.org. au/bowto/consult that you can utilise to help promote to
and engage your community.

What does a CGDN licence cost?

A two year licence fee will cost between $164 and $198 (inc GST)
depending on which registrar you choose after your licence application is
approved by .au Community Domains (auCD).

What services does auCD provide community groups?

auCD Is a not-for-profit organisation that was set up by the .au Domain
Administrators to facilitate the development of the CGDNs as well as
processing the applications. In addition to helping community groups
gather and develop all the necessary eligibility requirements for a
successful application, thay alse provide at no cost:

Promotion of their community website and any ongolng initiatives, via
the media, auCD website and e-newsletters to the community of
subscribers of auCD news

A forum for communities to share their expenences and develop best
practice

An on-line “how to kit" - including information/assistance on forming a
Community Website Group, forming a not-for-profit organisation,
website development, community consultation, launch & marketing
and sustainability - see www aucd org au/howto for more details
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The pllot study for the CGDN Initiative indicated that some community
groups may not have the technical skills to design and bulld their own
community websites. auCD has developed an optional cost-effective, self
managed community website content managament system (Community
Site in a Box) for those communities who do not feel comfortable
designing and bullding their own and provide on-going unlimited help to
all users.
