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The British Library is the national library of thénited Kingdom.[2] The library is a major
research library, holding over 150 million itemerfr many countries, in many languages[3]
and in many formats, both print and digital: booksanuscripts, journals, newspapers,
magazines, sound and music recordings, videos,-quiagts, patents, databases, maps,
stamps, prints, drawings. The Library's collectiomdude around 14 million books,[4] along
with substantial holdings of manuscripts and histdlitems dating back as far as 2000 BC.

The library was originally a department of the Bht Museum and from the mid-19th
century occupied the famous circular British MuseR®ading Room. It became legally
separate in 1973, and by 1997 had moved into its pupose-built building at St Pancras,
London.
