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Victoria station, also known simply a¥ictoria, is a central London railway terminus and
London Underground complex. It is named after nga&fiotoria Street. With over 73 million
passenger entries and exits between April 2010 Macth 2011, Victoria is the second
busiest railway terminus in London (and the UKeaf#tvVaterloo, and includes an air terminal
for passengers travelling by train to Gatwick Ampat is one of 18 stations managed by
Network Rail. The area around the station has hEmme an important interchange for
other forms of transport: a local bus station ishi@ forecourt, and a terminal for nationwide
long-distance road coaches at Victoria Coach Stasonearby. Victoria is in Travelcard
Zone 1.

There are effectively four railway stations on #i: two serving main line routes in south
eastern England, one underground station built Hey dut-and-cover method serving the
District and Circle Lines, and one deep-level tuloee station. The National Rail
(overground) and London Underground stations welldealt with separately. The mainline
station's most important longer-distance destinationclude Brighton, Hove, Worthing,
Eastbourne, Canterbury and Dover.
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
